The preliminary and final rounds of the Classical Saxophone Performance Competition will be held
April 16-18, 2008 in conjunction with the Biennial Conference of the North American Saxophone
Alliance at the University of South Carolina.

Contestants may perform on soprano, alto, tenor, baritone, or any combination of these saxophones
during the competition.

Contestants must submit an entry fee of $35. All payments must be in the form of a certified check,
money order, or bank draft payable to North American Saxophone Alliance. NO PERSONAL
CHECKS WILL BE ACCEPTED.

Contestants may also enter the Jazz Saxophone Performance Competition and the Saxophone Quartet
Chamber Music Competition, but they must submit a separate application and entry fee for each
category entered.

The contestant’s birth date must be verified at the competition site with the contestant’s driver’s
license, birth certificate, or passport. Any contestant who does not show proof of age, or is 26 years of
age or older as of April 16, 2008, will be disqualified.

All fees and dues are non-refundable.

All expenses, including lodging and transportation to and from the competition, are the sole
responsibility of the contestants.

A minimum of 15 entries is required to hold this competition. Entry fees will be refunded if the
competition is cancelled.

Special Guidelines

The Preliminary Round

1.

Contestants are expected to perform 10 minutes of music. REQUIRED MOVEMENT: Each
contestant must perform the first movement (With Vigor) of Paul Creston’s Sonata, Op. 19. The other
music chosen for this round should demonstrate a contrasting style, and may be unaccompanied.
Single movements from larger works are acceptable, but must be performed in their entirety. Through
composed works must be performed in their entirety.

An accompanist will be available upon request for an additional fee of $150. The fee includes 1 hour
of rehearsal and 10-minute performance 1st round, 25-minute 2nd round performance). NOTE: Fee is
the same regardless of which round saxophonist reaches, as accompanists must prepare music for both
rounds before hand. Please see Conference Accompanist Request Form.

A piano score of each work, excluding the required movement, must be provided to the judges at the
competition site. Photocopied scores are acceptable if the pianist is performing from an original score.
Failure to provide scores will result in disqualification.

The Final Round

1.

Five finalists will be selected to perform in the final round of the Classical Saxophone Performance
Competition.

Finalists are expected to perform 25 minutes of music of contrasting styles of their own choice. One
work may be unaccompanied; the others must be with piano accompaniment. Music from the first
round may not be repeated in this round. There is no required piece in the final round. Single
movements from larger works are acceptable, but must be performed in their entirety. Through
composed works must be performed in their entirety.

A piano score of each work must be provided to the judges at the competition site. Photocopied scores
are acceptable if the pianist is performing from an original score. Failure to provide scores will result
in disqualification.

Preliminaries: Three professional musicians will serve as judges. Judges reserve the right not to name
a finalist in this competition.

Finals: Three professional musicians will serve as judges. Judging will be based solely on the live
performance of that round. Judges reserve the right not to name a winner in this competition.
